August Presentation – 


Louise Smith-Egstrom was our presenter and she spoke on Trail Trials.  Louise has ridden 6,000 miles and has competed in the Tevis Cup. 





There are many different Clubs that host trail trials such as the California State Horsemen's Association, the American Trail Trial Horsemens' Association, and the American Competitive Trail Horse Association to name a few.  The Gaited Horse Club also puts on trail trials.  A couple of websites are:  www.trailtrials.com, www.actha.com, and www.californiastatehorsemen.com.  There are several rides at Silver Springs.  The Horse Camp at Washoe Valley is coming up.  





The entry fees for trail trials are very reasonable, usually $25 - $40.  The entry fee is discounted if you want to ride the course to school your horse.  Lunch is provided.  Some Clubs have year end awards.  You may enter as an individual or as a team.  Sometimes there are team awards and silly awards such as an award for the fattest horse.  On occasion, rides have awards for 1st through 5th.  Rides may be sanctioned.  There are usually 10 - 12 natural obstacles, not arena type obstacles.  The rides are open to all riding disciplines and breeds.  The rides are not timed; however, there may be a time limit to get through an obstacle.  There is a senior division for riders 55 or older.  Riders under 18 need a sponsor.  The rides usually take from 1-1/2 to 3 hours and you may jog the course.  The courses range between six and ten miles. You can go anyway through the course to avoid backlogging an obstacle.  You can check in with the ride management and start the course later if your horse is spooky and you want to wait until some of the horses clear out.  No one is allowed to pre-ride the course.  You usually have three attempts for each obstacle.  You do not have to do an obstacle.  If your horse acts up, you may be asked to leave the obstacle.  Mostly 10 points are awarded for a perfect obstacle, i.e. continuous movement; horse does not rush, etc., 8 points if the horse balks or stalls, 6 points if the horse balks and shys, etc.  The judges are all volunteers.  Anything goes as far as obstacles.  It is sometimes challenging to find something a novice and intermediate or an advanced horse and rider can do.  Sometimes there will be a lower jump for a novice.  Some advanced horses were having trouble backing through a gate.  Two scarecrows on either side of the trail were upsetting to some, and sometimes a bridge can be scary.  You are not allowed to lead your horse through an obstacle unless you are schooling the horse.





Helmet use is encouraged.  Riders are required to have a lead rope, knife, halter or a halter/bridle, and a hoof pick. You need to use common sense when doing a trail trial; there is an emphasis on safety.





There are sometimes a lot of entries.  One ride with 115 riders took eight hours.
