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January 2012’s meeting topic was presented by Cindy Doke of Washoe County
Animal Control, Henry Westcott of Douglas County Search and Rescue and
Rebekka Rhodes.

Sgt. Doke spoke first and stated the number one thing in an emergency is to
remember to REMAIN CALM.

Make sure you have a plan in the event of a fire, flood, or some other disaster.
Even if your plan is staying put, have a clear plan established BEFORE the
emergency occurs. Do you have a plan in case a disaster occurs while you are on
vacation? What happens if you have an emergency when everyone is at work or
at school? Do your neighbors have contact phone numbers for you? Would they
know what vet to call? Cindy suggested having emergency contact phone
numbers posted in the barn or in an obvious location in case an emergency occurs
while you are away. If you board your horse, does the boarding facility have
your number?

Marianne Merriam suggested placing round metal dog tags with contact
information on the horses' halters. Previously, when she boarded her horses, she
made up a laminated information sheet with each horse's description, what vices
each horse had, what each horse ate, and contact numbers for her and Roger, as
well as the vet, trainer and farrier, and placed one on each horse's stall. Then she
shrunk the information down, laminated that sheet, punched a hole in it, and kept
it with the horses' halters so the information could be put on them if they were
evacuated. (See page 10 for examples.)

Someone in the audience suggested placing a sign in a conspicuous location
stating how many animals are on the premises, as well as contact numbers.

How are you going to take care of your own herd? Do you have a horse trailer,
or do you need to depend upon borrowing a trailer? Do all of your animals know
how to load in a trailer? Will your animals need to be hand walked out? How
are your animals ok around blowing items such as trash cans? Are they going to
freak out with flashing lights, fire engines, and burning objects? Can they be
readily caught by you or someone who may come to assist you? Where will you
evacuate them to? If you have more animals than can be hauled out in one trip,
how will you get the remainder of the animals out? Many times you can leave
your residence, but due to emergency vehicles, you will not be allowed to return
to your residence to get the remainder of the animals. Act before you have to!
Once evacuated, how will you get your animals back home? Make sure you take
everything you need with you, i.e. medicine, feed, etc. You can call the disaster
center for information as to where you can evacuate your animals to.

Usually the disaster happens in the dark with high winds. Are your animals okay
with flashlights shining in their eyes, or does that scare them? Marianne Merriam
said red light flashlights are available at sailing stores. The red light works well
because it doesn't adversely affect their (or your) night vision.

Consider the best way to handle the horses. Usually, it is better to
lead the horses out in pairs or with their buddy. Make sure you have
a way to secure the horse trailer door; carry a rope specifically for
tying the door open. It is very dangerous to have a horse half way in
the trailer and have the trailer door blow shut on them. Practice
loading your horses not in their usual pecking order - in a disaster,
strangers may need to load them and they would have no idea who
should go in the trailer first.

Henry Westcott stated the number one item everyone should have is a
portable, battery operated radio that can be carried on your person. In
the event of a disaster, you need to be able to have updated
information as you are evacuating and the radio will provide the
information you need as to where the fire may be currently, where it
is headed, where animals can be evacuated to, etc.

Henry stressed the importance of having a training program. Get
organized and set up a training program once a week or twice a
month. Your animals need to be trained BEFORE the disaster. The
Douglas County Search and Rescue meets twice a month and works
on drills. One of their drills is that all the horses get turned loose in a
large area and each rescue member gets a halter. That person needs
to catch any horse except his/her own, halter the horse and load it in
any trailer, except the trailer the horse is familiar with, in five
seconds. Do not consider your horse a pet. You need to have full
control of your animal at all times. Cont’d on Page 7

I tied
her feet loosely, watching for
kicking hooves, grabbed the ropes
on the other side of Nifty’s body
and pulled - and pulled - and
pulled!

Lee had made it look easy when he
did it a few months ago!

Where was another
neighbor??? No one was around.
As 1 pulled on the ropes some
more, my confidence was abetting
and a breeze chilled the sweat on
my neck.

Stage I: Fall off pony. Bounce. Laugh. Climb back on. Repeat.

Stage IT: Fall off horse. Run after horse, cussing. Climb back on by shinnying
up the horse's neck. Ride until sundown.

Stage III: Fall off horse. Use the sleeve of your shirt to stanch the bleeding. Have your friend help you
get back on the horse. Take two Advil and apply ice packs when you get home. Ride the next day.

Stage IV: Fall off horse. Refuse advice to call an ambulance; drive yourself to the urgent care clinic.
Entertain the nursing staff with tales of previous stunts on horseback. Get back to riding before the cast
comes off.

Stage V: Fall off horse. Temporarily forget the name of your horse and the name of your husband. Flirt
shamelessly with paramedics when they arrive. Spend a week in the hospital while titanium pins are
screwed in place. Start riding again before the doctor give the official okay.

Stage VI: Fall off horse. Fail to see any humor when hunky paramedic says,
"You Again?” Gain firsthand knowledge of advances in medical technology
thanks to your stint in the ICU. Convince yourself that your permanent limp
isn't that noticeable. Promise your husband you'll give up riding. One week
later purchase an older, slower, shorter horse.

Stage VIT: Slip off horse. Feel greatly relieved when your artificial joints
and implanted medical devices seem unaffected. Tell your husband that your
scrapes and bruises are due to a freak gardening accident. Pretend you don't see him roll his eyes and
mutter as he walks away. Give an apple to your horse.

Have all the documentation necessary for your horse in the towing vehicle; items such as brand inspections,
health certificates, etc. that may be necessary if you have to cross state lines. Also, make sure you have your
insurance information and emergency contact telephone numbers. When leaving your property, have more than
one escape route in case your normal route is blocked.

Do not hassle the officers or rescue personnel. They are on-site to help and keep everyone safe. Cindy spoke of a
woman that was traveling at a high rate of speed to get back to her residence. It was extremely dangerous as it
was smoky, visibility was poor, and there were children going from house to house carrying pets and trying to
alert their neighbors. This woman sped through the area and ended up running into a fire truck thereby taking
precious resources from fighting the fire to attend to the new crisis.

Plan your destination. For example, in the most recent fire, it was decided to evacuate to the Livestock Events
Center rather than south of town because the winds were already high. To evacuate south would have
necessitated going through Washoe Valley, a dangerous high wind area that frequently blows over semi trucks.

Remember some locations will not let you access your horse at all hours. You may be limited to a time frame
when you can access the premises. Cont’d on Page 8 Page 7

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Henry stressed that horses need to be socialized so
that anyone can catch them and desensitized to a
variety of items. If a horse needs to be led out during
a fire, could you put a wet towel over the top of the
horse's head to keep him from getting burned? Start
with placing a dry towel on the horse's neck and
work on allowing the horse to have the towel placed
over the top of his head.

Rebekka suggested leading your horse through the
neighborhood to familiarize it with trash cans,
bicycles, trash trucks, etc. Make sure your pasture
horses accept being around traffic, fire trucks, etc. A
garbage truck makes a good substitute for a fire
engine to practice leading your horse around. Get
your horse used to being approached in different
manners, i.e. practice jogging up to your horse or
walking up with high energy.

If you have to turn your horse loose, make sure he
has your contact information on him. Even writing
the information on duct tape and sticking it to
whatever part of the horse you can reach is helpful.
Glow sticks around their legs and/or neck work well
to illuminate your horse if you have to turn the horse
loose.

Animal Control carries a scanner, so if your horse is
chipped, they would be able to read the information.
However, many people have their pets chipped and
never do the follow-up to record the contact
information. If you get your animal chipped, make
sure you follow up by sending the manufacturer your
data. Animal Control does their best to contact the
Owners but find many cases where the contact
information has not been recorded.

Also, if your horse needs to be tied to a moving
trailer, would your horse be okay with that?
Rebekka Rhodes told a story where they had to
leave a location due to heavy snow. There was a
trailer loaded with horses, and six more horses tied
to the sides of the trailer. The six horses walked
out as the truck pulled the trailer slowly down the
road.

Have your trailer stocked before the disaster and
plan on being gone three days. Make sure you
have a hose, water buckets, feed, and any medicine
the horse may need. Keep extra ropes in the
trailer. Also, have extra batteries for the portable
radio. Store the batteries separate from the radio
so they don't corrode. Henry suggested checking
the battery in your horse trailer that controls the
brakes. Pull the pin on the battery and make sure
the brakes will lock up.

If someone else is going to tow your trailer, or you
are going to tow someone else's trailer, make sure
the ball fits the trailer hitch. Henry knows of a
situation where the trailer came off the ball and the
accident was so severe the two horses had to be put
down. Also, make sure the electric hookups are
compatible.

Rebekka realizes she needs to fine tune her plan.
She has a very nice stallion that is extremely well
behaved; however, he has never been loaded in a
horse trailer and hauled off the premises. She
needs to have him trailer ready in the event they
have to evacuate.

As a side note, it might be a good idea to carry
identification on yourself, as well as having
identification on your horse in case the two of you
become separated. = Rebekka suggested NOT
carrying your cell phone in the middle of your belt
on your back as landing on it can cause kidney
damage. Continued on Page 9

Henry will let the Club know when Douglas County is having
another training session so we may attend. He also shared a story
from personal experience where fire threatened his home and
specifically his propane tank. When the fire started singing the hair
on his hands he placed a sprinkler on top of the propane tank to
keep it cool and left the area.

Rebekka stated the September 2011 (Issue #408) of Equus
i o idies : magazine has a really good article on creating an emergency plan.
Also the September 2011 issue of Trall Rider has an article on a trailer first aid kit.

Everyone needs to start fine tuning their own plans now so they will be ready when (not if) an emergency
happens. Don’t find yourself wishing you had gotten around to it!

Thank you to our guest speakers: Sgt. Doak, Henry Westcott, Nancy from Black Pegasus Ranch and NHANN
member Rebekka Rhodes for a very timely and informative presentation!

Post Script: Little did we know that exactly one week after this presentation we would be in the midst of another
fire maelstrom in Washoe Valley, Pleasant Valley and Steamboat Valley — where the fire burned through 3,800
acres, south of Reno. The information we learned just one week before was instrumental in preparing to evacuate
our animals and personal belongings during the Washoe Drive Fire. —Marianne Merriam

A request was January
evacuation tags to be put in the newsletter. Two
laminated ID tags are shown above. The 1* one (top
to bottom) shows the front side of Lola’s halter tag and
the 2nd one shows the back side of Mikey’s halter tag.
The info is written on one piece of paper that is folded
in half and laminated. Duct tape (not pretty, but
effective) is put on the edge where a plastic “wire tie”
goes through a hole in the duct tape (the duct tape
keeps the wire tie from pulling out of the laminated
plastic). The wire tie fastens the info tag to the halter.

The 3" tag is a metal “pet” tag (order online).
It has the horse’s name, address, owner’s name and
phone number, vet’s phone number, and an alternate
contact name and phone number written on the back
side. It attaches to the horse’s bridle with the ‘s’ hook.
(Quarter is shown for scale.) Bridle tag is to be
attached to the horse’s bridle while riding in case horse
and rider get separated (so someone else could return
the horse to its owner and home, if needed).
